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Third Mini MineWolf to complete  
task in Jordan
Norwegian People’s Aid in Jordan have com-
pleted over 60% of the task to remove the 
mines from a 100 km belt of minefields in 
the north of Jordan along the Syrian border. 
What still remains however is a huge amount 
of verification work, which is carried out by 
two Mini MineWolf machines with both til-
ler and flail attachments, and supported by 
nine mine detection dogs. This verification 
work has been ongoing for almost three 
years. Each machine has conducted about 
3000 working hours and have been resiliently 
maintained by NPA’s mechanics. 
To increase this capacity and to complete 
the task by the end of 2012 as planned, NPA 

have secured funds to purchase a third Mini 
MineWolf. This gives them a total of three 
machines, with two tillers and three flails for 

peaceful and prosperous country. The Mine-
Wolf machine, complete with the tiller, flail 
and lifter attachments will be delivered to Iraq 
in in the coming weeks. A service contract 
will be put in place and will include the de-
ployment of a MineWolf Field Technician for a 
period of 12 months to support IMCO in their 
operations.

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optimal tool selection. The delivery of the 
third machine should be completed in early 
January and with some training for new op-
erators on its arrival, NPA will have a formi-

dable mechanical team able to increase their 
current output. 
The verification process is hampered by 
occasional, deep-buried, missing anti- 
personnel mines, which have migrated dur-
ing almost 40 years of winter rains, and also 
by large rock fields in the Eastern third of the 
minefield. To this end NPA are still looking for 
further support to purchase a larger MineWolf 
(MW370) machine to boost this verification 
further. This would give them extra capacity 
to split the team in half and deal with the task 
more easily. With such a huge mechanical 
capacity, NPA Jordan are perfectly placed to 
transfer this capacity to Iraq once the project 
is completed in the latter half of 2012.

In September, MineWolf Systems conducted 
two operator/maintainer training courses in 
Yei, Southern Sudan for all MineWolf clients 
working in Sudan, as well as two from Ethio-
pia. The MineWolf Systems training team 
conducted one course for operating the Mini 
MineWolf (MW240) and another for operating 
the MineWolf (MW370) mine clearance ma-
chines with the aim of providing competent 
operators by the end of the course, able to 
operate and maintain the machines on oper-
ational deployment in Sudan. The secondary 
course aim was to provide revision training 
for selected qualified operators.
The two courses were conducted concur-
rently between the 6 and 18 September 2010 
at the NPA compound located in Logaberro, 

Yei South Sudan. Trainees came from Mine-
Tech International, Norwegian People’s Aid, 
Sudan and the NPA/Ethiopian Mine Action 
Office in Addis Ababa and there were six 
trainees on each course.
It is the second year that such training has 
been conducted, with each course provid-
ing an excellent opportunity for MineWolf 
Systems to revise and teach new technology 
and techniques to previously trained opera-
tors, as well as to train new operators so that 
clients can keep a cadre of well trained per-
sonnel and cover potential staff attrition. 
Not only was it a useful learning experience 
but was a great opportunity to bring together 
personnel from different organisations and 
countries to make new acquaintances and 
discuss common matters relating to operat-
ing MineWolf machines in Eastern Africa.

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Norwegian People’s Aid have recently pur-
chased a Mini MineWolf (MW240) for their 
demining operations in Angola. Once it has 

been delivered, there will be a total of eight 
MineWolf machines in country; six being al-
ready owned by the Angolan National Dem-
ining Authority (INAD) and one Mini MineWolf 
owned by Danish Church Aid.
NPA’s Mini MineWolf will be delivered in early 
January complete with a tiller attachment, a 
set of workshop tools and spare parts and 
consumables package for 1200 hours of 
operations. Once the machine has been de-
livered MineWolf Systems will provide a six 
week training course to NPA’s operators and 
mechanics in Angola.

Update from Tajikistan
The Mini MineWolf in Tajikistan has been 
working now since May 2010 and is success-
fully clearing minefields along the Afghan 
border in the Kumshangir district to support 
Border Guard patrol safety and access. The 
machine is owned by the US DoD Humani-
tarian Demining Research and Development 
Programme but on loan to the Tajik Army 
and is managed/implemented by the Or-
ganisation for Security and Cooperation in  
Europe (OSCE) from their offices in Dushanbe.
The project is for one year and after eight 
months of operations, the machine will now 
have a two and a half month stand down 
period for the winter. The Mini MineWolf has 
detonated numerous mines and destroyed 
many more during this period. The majority 
of mines have been Russian anti-personnel 
fragmentation mines.
The system is fully controlled using remote 
video guidance and although there were 
some technical teething problems, the ma-
chine is successfully clearing 4000 sq/m a 
day using the tiller. OSCE have also imple-
mented a fairly comprehensive GPS map-
ping system into the clearance with the 
machine and as a result have very precise 
clearance maps to assist the Tajikistan Mine 
Action Centre for the future.
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DDG gets second machine for  
Afghanistan
Danish Demining Group has recently pro-
cured a second Mini MineWolf for their dem-
ining operations in Afghanistan. This brings 
the total number of MineWolf machines in 
Afghanistan to four. DDG employ two opera-
tors to manage and run their first Mini Mine-
Wolf with tiller attachment in the Bagram 
area in Afghanistan for most of 2010. The 
second machine, recently delivered to Kabul 
will double their mechanical capacity. After 
DDG’s stand down for the winter, a Technical 
Advisor from MineWolf Systems will deploy 

to Kabul in February 2011 to train new DDG 
operators on the machine.  
As a close to the year DDG invited GICHD 
to deliver a ‘mechanical demining planning’ 
package in Kabul for 4 days in mid Decem-
ber and 12 staff successfully completed  
the training, including two DDG staff mem-
bers from their Sri Lanka programme. The 
MineWolf Regional Manager also attended 
the training course as part of MineWolf  
System’s continued customer care after 
sales service to its clients.

MineWolf Systems held its annual Mechani-
cal Operations Workshop for its partners 
and customers between 21 and 24 Sep-
tember. The theme of the workshop this 
year was “Support to Mechanical Demining 
Operations” and was presented by Paul Col-
linson, Director of Operations for MineWolf 
Systems. 

As usual the first full day of the event involved 
a series of presentations and discussions 
with participants on the workshop theme. 
As well as presentations from MineWolf 
Systems, there were guest speakers from 
the US Department of State, Geneva Inter-
national Centre for Humanitarian Demining 
(GICHD), the Organisation for Cooperation

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and Security in Europe (OSCE), MineTech 
International (MTI) and the Ethiopian Mine 
Action Office. Presenters gave overviews on 
the different types of support required to run 
mechanical demining operations effectively 
and efficiently. They gave both global over-
views and the specifics of running machines 
in the various countries of operation. Discus-
sions focused on donor support and require-
ments, contract drafting and the awarding 
of tenders, machine selection and support 
requirements, organisational management, 
legislation, shipment considerations, re-
ceipts of goods and training, testing and ac-
creditation, in-country logistical support and 
documentation and reporting. 
Specific case studies to illustrate the top-
ics were given from donor, company and 
national authority perspectives. OSCE pre-
sented about Tajikistan, the Development 
Initiative (TDI) and MineTech International 
(MTI) about Sudan, the Ethiopian Mine  

Action Office about training and by the  
MineWolf Systems Regional Managers on 
support requirements in Cyprus and East 
Africa. 
The second day of the workshop was a 
practical demonstration day, held at the  
German Army Engineering School in Ingol-
stadt. MineWolf Systems demonstrated two 
prime movers, the Mini MineWolf (MW240) 
with the new vegetation cutter mounted on 
the robotic arm as well as a larger MineWolf 
MW370 with a tiller attachment. The other 
multi-purpose attachments, including the 
robotic arm, the mechanical gripper/bucket, 
the sifter bucket and the dozer shield were 
also displayed. The camera system was also 
mounted on the Mini MineWolf and work-
shop participants had the opportunity to test 
out how it works. A MineWolf workshop con-
tainer complete with tools was also on dis-
play, showing the physical assets required to 
keep machines operational in the field.
